Peter Neu – As your MAGE Labor Relations Representative and Deputy Director of District 6, I would like to attend the convention and any accompanying labor relation trainings because it will help me stay current on representation techniques and OPEIU member benefits, policies, and procedures. As one of the MAGE Labor Relations Representatives, District 6 Deputy Director, and member of the MAGE Constitution and Bylaws Committee; I believe attending the trainings held at this convention will help me better represent our membership at the organizational level and at the individual member level in processing grievances and helping to resolve employment issues.
